SECOND LESSON Hebrews 2:10-18

¥ In bringing many sons and daughters to glory, it was fitting that God,
for whom and through whom everything exists, should make the pioneer
of their salvation perfect through what he suffered. ** Both the one who
makes people holy and those who are made holy are of the same family.
So Jesus is not ashamed to call them brothers and sisters. ** He says,

“I will declare your name to my brothers and sisters;
in the assembly I will sing your praises.”

* And again,

“T will put my trust in him.”

And again he says,

“Here am [, and the children God has given me.”

' Since the children have flesh and blood, he too shared in their
humanity so that by his death he might break the power of him who

GOSPEL LESSON Luke 2:41-52

* Every year Jesus’ parents went to Jerusalem for the Festival of the
Passover. ¥ When he was twelve years old, they went up to the festival,
according to the custom. ** After the festival was over, while his parents
were returning home, the boy Jesus stayed behind in Jerusalem, but they
were unaware of it. * Thinking he was in their company, they traveled on
for a day. Then they began looking for him among their relatives and
friends. ** When they did not find him, they went back to Jerusalem to
look for him. *® After three days they found him in the temple courts,
sitting among the teachers, listening to them and asking them questions.
# Everyone who heard him was amazed at his understanding and his
answers. *® When his parents saw him, they were astonished. His mother
said to him, “Son, why have you treated us like this? Your father and I
have been anxiously searching for you.”

* "Why were you searching for me?" he asked. “Didn't you know I had to
be in my Father’s house?” *° But they did not understand what he was
saying to them.
